Training Ride Leader’s Checklist and Safety Briefing

1. Discuss plans for the ride, general route, types of expected terrain, and schedule.

2. Identify Co-leaders, if any.

3. Introduce any new members out for the first time and ask veterans to assist during the ride.

4. Who has first aid kits or horse aids?

5. Who has radio or cell phones?

6. Does anyone have firearms?

7. Ask if anyone has a horse that kicks. [Suggest a ribbon on the tail.]

8. Discuss changing positions in the string and trail etiquette. (Warn when passing, etc.)

9. If anyone needs to stop – call out “Whoa” or “Stop” clearly.

10. Watch saddle bags, packs, tools on your horse and others and warn of problems.

11. If anyone sees a potential problem – SPEAK OUT.

12. Anyone with a potential medical or other risk that we need to be aware of?
